· Raised Fireboxes in Living History Only – No Burning the Grass!
· There is No Vehicle Movement All weekend! The exception is for Traders to Re-stock and they will be told when they can Move! If want to use your car please over the weekend please park off site. We all want to come back to the Abbey lets show we can look after it.

· Vehicle Passes. You must display a vehicle pass in every vehicle that has you group name and contact mobile 

· Living History You will be directed to where your camp is to be set up as soon as you have set up either move your vehicle to the car parking in plastic camp if it is not being used over the weekend or park off site.

· Plastic Camping You will NOT be allowed to park with your tent please park in the bay you are directed to and then carry your equipment to where you are camping. 

· Etiquette Remember this is an Archaeological site if your tent pegs don't go in move do not force! 

· Raised Fireboxes in Living History Only ... No Fires in Plastic Camp No Fire Pits

· It is Everyone's responsibility to watch for unattended fires

· Commanders Meeting 9am each day 

· Archery Competency test 9:30 each day this for Every Archer no exceptions. If you don’t register you don’t play! NO Heavy Weight bows for either competition or battle field. 50# Limit!
· Anyone wishing to shoot their own heavy bows greater than 50# will need to speak to the Dutch War Bow Society about using their target.
· Site Opens at 10am with cannon please be aware that from this point you are either a civilian or a re-enactor so no mixed kit

· All Vehicles need to be in plastic camp by 09:30 am 
· Please come and volunteer for Stag duty and Gate duty the more we have the less time we have to do it for.
· Muster is at 14:30 submit weapons for inspection for a 15:00 Battle

· Newbies must fight with a buddy and a sash

· Archers no flat shooting. Combat archers need to see the captain of archers 

· No Head Shots 

· Dogs and Children need to be kept on a lead and muzzled!

· Every Fire Point has rubbish points, water and sand, please make an extra effort to keep the site clean. Any rubbish should be taken with you and deposited in the skip provided by the Re-enactors entrance gate. 

· We have very limited space so please take care with guide ropes and safety 

· Keep fire lanes clear at all times

· Archers please give blunts to my tent for checking

· Re-enactors wishing to go into town - you must be able to show your wristbands The Abbey staff will need to see them.
· I can't Stress enough the need to keep vehicle movement to the absolute minimum!

· Raised Fireboxes in Living History Only – Please don’t let us find burnt Grass
· Black powder is onsite please respect the exclusion zone and report violations 

· The Re-enactors Entrance will be locked at 22:00 on Fri and Sun eve and Midnight on the Sat in Case anyone wants to go into town. The Gate will be open at 06:00 Sat and Sun Morning
· Those in the Living History Competition need to clearly display their Sigil and have their camp manned at all times during the day.

· We are quite limited on space so please make sure you camp and park sensibly

· Should it be wet on leaving the site please make sure you drive carefully and keep to the path
· Play Safe and enjoy the weekend
